PURPOSE: 
         

• To promote equality amongst all students. 

• To help engender a sense of pride in and loyalty to the school. 

• To create a positive school identity within the community.  

• To encourage students to wear appropriate clothing which is practical for the 
school environment.  

 
 
GUIDELINES 
        

1. The wearing of school uniform by students is actively encouraged. The 
uniform includes a range of clothing items based on a common colour theme 
of blue and gold. 

  
2. School Council is responsible for determining the uniform which is continually 

reviewed.  
 

3. The school uniform is available from the PSW shop located at 1/596 North Rd 
Ormond.  
 

4. Donated second-hand uniforms will be sold at the Uniform Shop located at 
the school. 

� Uniform choices include items readily available at PSW. 
 

5. On enrolment, all families will receive a copy of the dress code. 
 

 
6. Students attending inter- school sporting events are to wear school sports 

uniforms where applicable which will be on loan from the Sports  
      coordinator. 
  
7. In Year 6, students have the opportunity to purchase uniform items printed 

with the Year 6 signatures on them. 
 

8. The wearing of C.S.P.S. approved sunhats outdoors is compulsory in terms 
One and Four. 

 
9. The wearing of school uniform on excursions and for special school events is 

expected.

DRESS CODE 
 

� Small studs and sleepers and watches only (for safety reasons). 
� No makeup or nail polish. 
� Tidy hair – recommend tie back (using appropriate colours) of long hair for all 

students. 
� All shoes should have enclosed toes (for safety reasons). 
� Appropriate footwear for physical activity. 
� Navy tights may be worn. Leggings are not part of the school uniform   

 
 
IMPLEMENTATION 
 

1. Teachers will ensure that students follow the dress code whilst at school or on 
school activities.   

2. If a student continues to be out of school uniform, the issue will be followed 
up by staff.
